Tom: in terms of actually doing the project

Tom: who's doing what.

Maggie: okay, it was my understanding that in terms of division of labor

suzanne: right, so we each will have our sub-topic that we'll work on individually, like our pages on the wiki, and then i guess we need to decide how to work the intro to the general topic of the dig divide

amandab: should we make a list first of what exactly we need to hand in

Maggie: we would all research the digital divide generally

Maggie: we will decide what we want to cover in a slideshow

Maggie: will divide that content and each contribute slides

Maggie: (if a slideshow and not a video)

Maggie: then, each of us will also be researching a different subtopic

Maggie: to create content for a subpage of the final presentation

Tom: true. i tend to think it's too early to say, "what's everybody's subtopic?"

Maggie: the final presentation will consist of a main page, with embedded slideshow (screencast, video, etc.)

Maggie: i thought that we had agreed that we would do exactly that during this meeting

Tom: we have to go into this more humbly, like... Ok, what is the digital divide in the first place?

Maggie: it's fine if we're not doing that

suzanne: i guess it's ok if people aren't set on their sub-topics, because that's the part we're working on individually and doesn't affect the others, unless there is overlap

suzanne: it might be good to bounce ideas off of everyone if we need to

Tom: sorry, i'll complete this thought. i think someone should be responsible for posting a general description of the digital divide in the wiki. the rest of us will describe various efforts to bridge it (the active organizations or whatever). in the course of which, we'll get a better idea of sub-topics.

Tom: (i agree, suzanne)

suzanne: for example, i think i want to work on age and the divide, since old people are taking over the world

suzanne: but i'm not sure if that's too simple/obvious

Maggie: i think we should all work on creating a general description through the collaborative capabilites of the wiki

amandab: i think thats a good topic though

Maggie: and i thought rebecca wanted to cover the efforts to bridge it as her subtopic?

rebeccamartin: yes, maggie - that was my intent. and suzanne i think that's a fantastic sub-topic.

rebeccamartin: can i make a suggestion? might take a couple of minutes to type up....

Tom: please

rebeccamartin: perhaps we can have tom, who mentioned last week that he was interested primarily in writing and was good at summarizing/pulling out key points, be head of the general introduction to the digdiv. we can suggest articles or videos that might be helpful to him, but that could essentially be his "sub-topic." we could then each be working on our sub-topic, action-based solutions, age, mobile web, global, etc. and just make sure in the end the intro ties together all the aspects of the digdiv.

Maggie: that's fine with me if that's fine with tom

rebeccamartin: i think just in the interest of time it might best to just get started on a sub-topic rather than each work on the general intro first and then subtopic later

rebeccamartin: yes sorry to put you on the spot, tom, but if you've got the skills we should take advantage of them!

Tom: yeah, seems like i have the vaguest ideas anyway. haha... it'll help me catch up with you all

Tom: i'll put a draft on the wiki by... i don't know... next thursday (when i assume we'll meet again?

amandab: that works

Maggie: i normally work until 8 pm on Thursday nights

Maggie: and get home around 8:40

Tom: great. but i will say i want the sub topic related to politics i mentioned before (amanda and rebecca mentioned net neutrality in that context. sounds good to me)

amandab: i'm pretty sure i open next thursday

Tom: sorry, so i'd like to write the general description (if no one objects) and the political sub topic

Maggie: what does everyone want to achieve by next week?

Maggie: is it feasible for everyone to have some kind of working draft of their subtopic by next week (besides tom, who will be focusing on the intro)?

Tom: good question. can everyone send me articles to look at by monday? post them to my wiki page? or should i just gather everything from your respective pages?

Tom: it would be good to have articles related to your sub topic, so when i write this thing, it doesn't leave your sub-topics out of consideration

amandab: a working draft by next week sounds doable

Maggie: tom, i have both on my page already

Tom: thanks, maggie. i'll refer to that.

suzanne: i'm trying to read my articles and write a summary of sorts on my wiki, that should help

amandab: i've been posting both articles in general and those relating to my subtopic as well on my page, i'll have more up in the next day or two

suzanne: i posted the links to articles too, but i might also upload pdfs--didn't realize that was possible

Maggie: rebecca, what do you think about a draft by next week?

Maggie: we have two weeks from saturday, by the way

Maggie: to put all of this together

rebeccamartin: yes, sorry - internet cutting out from the storm. i can do a draft by next week for sure, and tom (sorry to lay more work on you - wasn't my intention!) i'll post some resources on my page under a

Maggie: rebecca and i both have it on our pages

Tom: super

Maggie: there is a lot of recent, general stuff there that might help you out

Maggie: get a grasp on how to approach an intro

Tom: maggie's trying to overwhelm now. it's cool.

Tom: jk

Maggie: "jk"

Maggie: i think you mean

Tom: haha

amandab: oh hey! did you see what i put on my page as an idea for a class activity?
